PARISH COUNCIL’S FINANCIAL REPORT – 2023/2024
The balance in hand at the start of the financial year was £14,457.  This year’s income totalled £11,985 and expenditure was £9,776 after pence rounding, which after accounting for uncleared payments leaves a balance in hand of £16,672 in the Bank as of 31st March 2025.
The precept for 2025/2026 has been set at £11,801.
[bookmark: _heading=h.gjdgxs]The bulk of budgeted expenditure for 2025/2026 will be of a similar nature, to include staff wages, replacement and maintenance of assets, along with donations for maintaining the presentation of the parish and supporting the Village Hall with it’s excellent work and facilities provided to enhance parish life.
